Designed for participants 18 years of age or older, AIEP specializes in English for academic purposes with emphasis on all skills, especially reading, writing, and TOEFL preparation.The
program requires a student (F-1) visa and includes 23 50-minute class sessions per week. A nonrefundable $150 application fee is required; this fee is valid for one
year. The Student Services Fee is required for all students and all programs.

The Student Services
Fee is required for all students and all programs.

AMERICAN CULTURE AND COMMUNICATION (ACC) COURSE
Designed for participants 18 years of age or older, the ACC Course is for individuals whose primary purpose in coming to the United States is to visit family and friends, pursue business
projects, and/or travel in the U.S. and Southern California.The ACC Course allows participants to improve their English and learn more about American culture and life in Southern California.
Participants take English classes in the mornings only. Each morning is composed of three 50-minute sessions. A nonrefundable $150 application fee is required; this fee is
valid for 1 year. The Student Services Fee is required for all students in this course.

Note: This course is for people who are in the United States primarily for tourism, business, and visiting family.The course is for part-time study only and does not qualify for an F-1 student visa.
